On occasion, we have had packages
or envelopes delivered to the front
door of home owners and then later
stolen from that location. This is a
rarity, but not inherent to our area, it
is nation wide. Altering your deliver-
ies, depending on the value of the
goods being delivered, would be in
good order, in this day and time. Mail
slots have been installed in some areas
for flat packages and should meet
your Home Owners Association
specifications.

For years now, we have written arti-
cles on Identity Theft. Now we have
Child Identity Theft as the latest and
fastest growing crime for crooks. It
has a devastating affect on our teens
and young adults. Identity thieves
target young victims for two reasons:
1) Children have clean records and
easy for crooks to create new ac-
counts, 2) Most parents do not check
their child’s credit record regularly.
The ID theft is usually not discovered
until the child applies for a driver’s
license or a new job. Most children
are issued a social security number
early in life or at birth. There are nu-
merous places where children’s per-
sonal information maybe vulnerable:
hospital  records/doctor’s  offices,
school records, day care centers, li-
brary cards, sports team applications,
internet connections where children
are coaxed into giving information.
Once a crook has this information,
he/she has a blank check to run with
for years.

Consequences of Child ID theft in-
cludes, and is not limited to: difficulty
getting into college, opening a savings
account, inability to land a job, getting
collection  notices, lost/damaged
credit, and arrest warrants in your
child’s name.
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Do not provide your social security
number or your child’s number unless
necessary by law, such as for employ-
ment, tax forms or bank records.
Schools, day care centers, little league
sports associations and the like may
ask for your child’s number. This
does not mean you have to provide it.

Ever think about the information you
give solicitors that come to your door
when you buy from them? Best bet,
say NO to solicitors, and tell your
neighbors who haven't read these
articles.
